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Program Purpose and Authorization

The Safe Routes to School and Pedestrian/Bicycle grant programs aid public agencies in funding cost-effective projects that support
pedestrian and bicyclist safety and mobility projects such as pedestrian and bicycle paths, sidewalks, and crossing improvements in
population centers to give all people facilities to walk or bike for transportation. The program funding supports:

e Inclusion — Provides funds for local agency active transportation projects and prioritizes projects that emphasize safety and
serve diverse populations in high-need locations. Inclusion is also achieved through the community engagement and
stakeholder collaboration components of the programs.

e Practical Solutions — Enables safe multimodal access to community life and goods and services, with investments to WSDOT
local partners for planning and delivery of multimodal complementary systems.

e Workforce Development —Expands capacity of local agencies to develop and deliver high-quality active transportation projects
and increase WSDOT ability to partner effectively through training and technical assistance.

e Asset Management — Serves as an investment strategy to manage system assets by improving safety, mobility, and
connectivity of active transportation facilities, enabling mode shift and supporting access to transit and other modes.

These investments also stimulate economic revitalization and support healthy community initiatives by improving safety and reducing
modal conflicts in population centers.

State funds have been identified for the program beginning with the 2005 revenue package and have been authorized in each
succeeding transportation budget since that time by providing appropriation authority from the Multi-Modal Account and from the
Transportation Partnership Account. The Connecting WA package also provided additional revenue in the Multi-Modal Account.
Using a competitive criteria-based process to review and rank projects, WSDOT submits this report to the legislature for the purpose
of providing a prioritized list of projects for inclusion in the 2021-23 transportation budget, as well as a status update on previously
funded projects, as required in ESHB 1160, Section 311 (3).
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2021-2023 Pedestrian and Bicyclist Program (PBP) and Safe Routes to School (SRTS)
Program Call for Projects

In the year leading into the call for projects, WSDOT Active Transportation Division staff conducted a data analysis and outreach to
facilitate the development of applications that will further the safety and equity goals of the two programs. Data for all traffic crashes
involving people walking or bicycling and demographics relative to population density were considered. WSDOT staff used the
analysis as the basis to prioritize outreach and offer technical assistance, focusing on local agencies that have had higher crash rates
compared to other agencies (based on population size). Recent experience with the programs was also considered.

The call for projects was released and posted online in April 2020. Public agencies, including all eligible jurisdictions (cities, counties,
and tribes), were contacted about the program. Information was put into the WSDOT Walk and Roll e-news, which goes to over 4,600
subscribers (http://bit.ly/WSDOTactive-enews). To familiarize applicants with the grant programs, WSDOT provided an overview
webinar in May, 2020 and made it available afterwards as an archive online. To streamline the process, WSDOT used a Survey Monkey
application form for both programs. Pedestrian and Bicycle grant proposals were due on July 13, 2020. Safe Routes to School grant
proposals were due on July 20, 2020. In recognition of the challenges created by COVID19 that resulted in a number of tribal
governments closing completely during the time period for the webinar and application deadlines, they were invited to submit
applications with local jurisdiction partners with a deadline extension.

For the 2021-2023 biennium, approximately $37.5 million in funding is anticipated to be awarded for the two programs. WSDOT
received 242 applications requesting approximately $190 million—the highest number to date in total amount requested. There were
107 Pedestrian and Bicycle project applications from 74 agencies and organizations totaling approximately $91 million, and 125 Safe
Routes to School project applications from 87 agencies and organizations totaling approximately $99 million.

WSDOT staff conducted quantitative analysis of Survey Monkey application and WSDOT GIS data to group the proposed projects into
three tiers. A Review Committee then evaluated the proposals and made recommendations. The committee included a WSDOT tribal
liaison, a WSDOT local programs engineer, and representatives from the Washington Traffic Safety Commission, Washington State

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Department of Health, Recreation and Conservation Office, and Association of Washington Cities. Projects that would affect state
right-of-way were reviewed and approved by the WSDOT region office that would be involved if the project were to be funded.

Following this initial ranking, applicants in the top tier and those with the highest equity need received field reviews. WSDOT Active
Transportation Division and the Region local program engineers met virtually and in person with the lead agencies at 65 project site
locations to clarify the projects, enhance the potential to achieve the stated goals, discuss potential delivery issues, and identify
possible cost savings. The site visits also addressed reviewer comments, questions, and recommendations.

2021-23 Pedestrian and Bicyclist Program Prioritized Projects

The purpose of this program is to eliminate pedestrian and bicyclist fatal and serious injury traffic crashes, build connected low stress
walk and bike networks, and increase walking and biking. The program includes two types of eligible projects: construction projects
that may include preliminary engineering, and design-only projects that allow agencies the opportunity to engage with communities
and stakeholder groups to develop and design projects that are well-received and appeal to a wider range of users and stakeholders.
Of the 107 requested applications in the prioritized list, 16 are above the historical funding level.

2021-23 Safe Routes to School Program Prioritized Projects

The purpose of this program is to increase the number of children walking and biking to school safely. The program provides funding
for infrastructure projects within two miles of a school serving children in kindergarten to 12th grade. Education and encouragement
activities are also eligible for funding. Of the 125 requested applications in the prioritized list, 23 are above the historical funding level
in the prioritized list provided. Approximately 87 percent of those projects would serve low-income schools.

The Washington State Student Travel survey is a study of how children in kindergarten through 8th grade get to and from school,
with an examination of possible barriers to walking, biking, or riding the bus. Results from the most recent survey conducted in 2019
are based on phone interviews with over 9,000 parents and guardians of students from more about 200 schools across Washington
State. Results indicate that about 11 percent of children walked and 1 percent biked to school. Children were more likely to walk, bike,
or roll to school if they attended a school:

e Within 1 mile of their home - 38%
e Inanurbanarea-12.7%
e Serving a relatively lower income population - 15%

Parents indicated that for children old enough to be able to walk or bike to school, the lack of sidewalks or pathways, amount or
speed of traffic, and unsafe road crossings are the top reasons why they do not.
